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4.1  3rd Quarter 2011 Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Traditional Summary Report 
 
Uniform Crime Report (UCR) Traditional Summary Reporting is a collective effort on the part of jurisdic-
tions throughout the United States to present a nationwide view of crime using eight of the most serious 
and most commonly reported crimes including Criminal Homicide, Forcible Rape, Robbery, Aggravated 
Assault, Burglary, Larceny-Theft, Motor Vehicle Theft and Arson, also known as Part 1 crimes.  In the 
Summary Reporting System, simply the number of criminal incidents are counted, as opposed to the 
more detailed data collected (using a different methodology) through the National Incident Based Re-
porting System (NIBRS).  
 
Below represents the number of criminal incidents for each Part 1 crime:

The UCR data shows a total of eight offense types, which in the 3rd Quarter 2011 increased by 5.7% 
compared to the 3rd Quarter 2010.  For comparison purposes, if you were to use the same eight Part 1 
offense types, but use NIBRS methodology, the 3rd Quarter 2011 increased 6.7%.  Of all twenty-two 
NIBRS Group A offenses, 3rd Quarter crime increased 2.4% overall. 
 
 
Quick Note About Reporting Differences 
 
A significant difference between NIBRS and UCR Traditional Summary Reporting is the number of 
crimes being reported and the methodology used. For example, for Crimes Against Persons, NIBRS 
counts the number of victims, while UCR counts the number of incidents, which can result in NIBRS fig-
ures being higher than UCR figures depending on the number of victims involved in the incidents.  In 
addition, the definitions for Part 1 offenses used in Summary Reporting are different than the offense 
definitions used by the National Incident Based Reporting System (NIBRS).  Visit  http://
www.fortworthpd.com/crime-information/  for details about the differences between NIBRS and UCR 
Traditional Summary Reporting. 
 
The Fort Worth Police Department submits NIBRS data to the Texas Department of Public Safety 
(TXDPS), which is then submitted to the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI).  The FBI then converts 
the NIBRS data into the UCR Traditional Summary Reporting for publication in the annual Crime in the 
United States.  Since the data presented in this report is snapshot data queried on November 1, 2011, 
data queried before or after this date is apt to change and may vary from other reports.

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Woodhaven Storefront Opens 
 
The opening ceremony for the Police storefront at 
1200 Woodhaven Boulevard was held on Septem-
ber 2, 2011.  This storefront was a joint effort be-
tween a faith-based organization, local businesses 
and the City.  Potter’s House expanded their Dal-
las operation and purchased a property that had 
been unoccupied for a while.  Potter’s House of-
fered a 1,625 square foot retail location for a nomi-
nal fee of $100.00 per month to use as a police 
storefront.  Since the closing of the police facility 
on Boca Raton, there has not been a police facility 
that served that community.  Chief Halstead 
agreed to proceed in using this space as a store-
front.  Council Member Danny Scarth was instru-
mental in securing cooperation with IT, through the 
City Manager’s Office, to retrofit the location with 
necessary hardware to power and operate the 
computers and phone lines that would be required 
to conduct police business.  
 
The Woodhaven Community Development Inc, a 
consortium of area businesses and entrepreneurs, 
garnered donations in excess of $10,000 to com-
pletely furnish the storefront to include desks, 
chairs, conference table, microwave, and a refrig-
erator for officers and residents that would be us-
ing this facility.  Currently four Neighborhood Po-
lice Officers work from this office, which is open for 
use by patrol officers 24 hours a day.  Since the 
opening of the building, there has been a substan-
tial increase in police presence in the area that has 
been instrumental in reducing crime and enhanc-
ing the feeling of safety by the citizens and busi-
nesses in this community.  In addition, this store-
front offers a location for officers to make reports 
and meet with residents without having to travel to 
patrol headquarters on Nashville or the Criminal 
Investigation Section office on Lancaster.   
 

Citizens on Patrol Seminar  
 
The 20th Annual Citizens on Patrol Seminar was 
held on Saturday September 24, 2011 at River 
Ranch in the Stockyards—the first year to be held 
in Fort Worth’s Historic Stockyards. The seminar 
celebrated the 20th anniversary of the Citizens on 
Patrol program, which was started in 1991. Twenty 
citizens received the 20-Year Appreciation of Ser-
vice Award. The Crime Control and Prevention 
District was the primary sponsor of the event. 
Other sponsors included Home Depot and Four 
Day Weekend, as well as, funding raised through 
the CODE Blue Golf Tournament.

Community Advisory Board TASER  
Demonstration 
 
On September 19, 2011, Chief Halstead met with 
the Community Advisory Board at 1100 Nashville 
for a TASER demonstration. A presentation was 
given by Sgt. Mark Wilson, which showed how the 
department has used the TASER, the circum-
stances under which TASER is used and various 
statistics tracking the use of TASER by Fort Worth 
police officers.  
 
Community Advisory Board members represent 
various communities/interest groups, including the 
deaf and hard of hearing, GLBT and ethnic minor-
ity populations.  
 
Pocket Citation Software 
 
The Police Department recently purchased 
“Pocket Citation” software from Advanced Public 
Safety. This software will allow officers to produce 
an electronic citation that will be customized with 
the city's violation codes, NCIC lists, and local 
geographic information. The handheld units will 
enable officers to scan the driver's license and ve-
hicle registration information into the form, and 
print the ticket from a blue-tooth enabled 
printer.   Pocket Citation is also being integrated 
into the Court’s CourtView system.  Citation data 
will be exported from the handheld units and im-
ported into the CourtView system.  This will allow 
for fewer errors and improved workflow. 

Electronic Accident Reporting  
 
Fort Worth officers have been trained to use Re-
port Beam software to electronically complete acci-
dent crash reports.  The accident data will be en-
tered into a traffic database and will be readily 
available for statistical reporting and analysis.   
 
The new software also allows citizens to obtain a 
copy of their accident report faster for insurance 
purposes.  Previously, officers completed these 
reports manually, then sent them to Police Re-
cords to be processed, and were not available to 
citizens for approximately seven days.  The new 
software cuts this time in half.  
 
The electronic accident reporting project is being 
implemented in three phases and is expected to 
be fully implemented by August of 2012: 
 
• Phase 1—Officers begin using the Report 

Beam software at sectors December 2011 
 
• Phase 2—Patrol vehicle installation of the soft-

ware targeted for January 2012 
 
• Phase 3—All data will be sent electronically to 

TXDOT—August 2012 
 
 
Fort Worth is the second police agency in the 
State of Texas (after Richardson), which started 
using the Report Beam software in March of 2011 
and is the largest agency in the state to use Elec-
tronic Accident software. The new software will 
increase efficiency by keeping all reports electroni-
cally—saving personnel and copying costs.
